Workshop Description

Patients with oropharyngeal dysphagia often
must learn new methods of swallowing to
compensate for their disability. Learning new
maneuvers often involves a set of instructions
that are abstract and difficult to master. The
use of surface electromyography (electrodes
attached to the skin to
measure muscle activ-
ity) has been shown to

assist in the learning of

new swallowing tech-
niques. Positive functional outcomes, even in
those patients with chronic dysphagia have
been demonstrated. The main goal of this

data obtained with SEMG technology. Partici-
